Drawing upon the established
Beta Course from the Psychology and Christianity Project at
Cambridge University, the Insititute of Pastoral Care and Counselling
in Glasgow, our own Arts Ministry, and solid Scriptural teaching, this
emerging Course excites me and | value your prayers and support in
its delivery.

With regard to prayer, | am excited by the prospect of seeing prayer
ministry being offered after services in the near future. The
congregation will be familiar with this from days gone by and it is, |
think, a timely moment to bring it back. Emma Hall, who set up the
Prayer Room, will be helping to develop it and | pray that people will
be willing to share in it. The Prayer Room will in due course return but
maybe not for 40 Days! The Session will be asked at the next
meeting to consider building more prayer around the quarterly
Communions with the Prayer Room opened and available on the
Friday and Saturday, recalling the Presbyterian memory of personal
self examination and prayerful, spiritual preparation.

October sees the Anniversary of the Halls Dedication and as part of
our desire to be open to Halls Users | am planning a Dedicatory
Service that will take the form of a re-imagined Harvest Thanksgiving
Service in which we give thanks for all that God has given us,
dedicating it to God’s Service. Whilst that Service will be a morning
one, there will follow an evening service for Football lovers! Though
playing their hearts out every week in the League our football team
could do with Divine help and a new strip to lift their spirits. October 10
is earmarked for the dedication of the strip and an opportunity to
celebrate our enjoyment of football and to share our faith.

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The magazine would
double in size if | were
to include all of my
memories of the trip to
Peru but there follows
some highlights and a
few photos (for those
who want to see more
see my facebook page
— | made a conscious
effort to take more
photos than normal as Elaine lost the charger for her camera!)

On our arrival in Lima we were met by Catherine who was our guide
for the trip (she had amazing Spanish for an 18 year old American
student!) We visited the deaf school which SU Peru support — it is only
this year that sign language was officially recognised as a language in
Peru.

The first centre we visited was Kusi where the houseparents were
Rosa and Angel. We were helping to build an extension to the school
which would be used for special needs children. Our work included
stacking mud bricks (very heavy), making mud bricks (very messy)
and digging trenches (hard work especially when very large rocks
were encountered).

But it wasn't all hard work, we had great fun too, especially the time
spent with the boys. The world cup final was on when we were there
so we watched that and then had a party at night which included some
games of football and making our own football strips. Special credit
goes to Mairi Fraser and Bob Milne for their creations and to Andrew
Stephenson for being the only person facepainted (as a tiger) for the
whole evening (we had no time to do anyone else!)

We also had a ceilidh night, tried some Peruvian dancing, and went
out for pizza and ice cream one night (a real treat for the boys). Food
highlights included cumbermelons (real name pepinos), casinos
(biscuits similar to custard creams but lots of different flavours) and
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cuy (guinea pig): congratulations to Mhairi who was lucky enough to
get an eye! Yum.

You'll be aware of the injury that befell Elaine and meant she and Chris
missed the visit to Ica. Her transportation to the doctor’s was very
biblical: being carried on a bed by the Peruvian workers all the way up
the hill whilst holding an umbrella as a parasol. Whilst this was
obviously a trying time for Elaine and Chris the love of the boys was
demonstrated when they all made the journey to say goodbye to her: |
hear she was rendered speechless!

The rest of the group travelled to Ica where we received the most
wonderful welcome: the boys were literally hanging onto us and were
very intrigued with Robin’s double-jointed thumbs. We enjoyed t-shirt
making with the boys, football (a mammoth game of about 3 hours) and
some time in the swimming pool. It was on the way to Ica that Matt
was re-christened Tonton (for no logical reason).

Our final night was spent in Kawai where there was more time for
football and some dodgeball too.

We were able to go to church whilst we were there and it was uplifting
to be singing in Spanish: the church in Ica was very lively and
appealed to me: a workout and worship in one!

Overall the thing that will remain with me is the amazing work that the
houseparents do with these boys: it is very humbling to see this and
God’s presence is clear in these homes. The boys’ lives have been
transformed and it is great to see boys who may once have lived on the
street and known nothing of God to now have a living faith.

I would highly recommend the trip to
others (and don’t worry about knowing

any Spanish, just practise arm wrestling
and magic tricks and you'll be fine).

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There have been a number of developments since the report in the
last magazine.

At the end of June we were delighted to receive Presbytery's
agreement to the appointment of a mission facilitator. This was to be
a new, centrally-funded post for an individual working in the

parish. The agreement was the result of a lot of hard work,
particularly by Fiona Tweedie who wrote the successful submission to
the Deployment of Resources Committee.

However, as we were moving to finalise the job description and
advertise the post, it was announced that the Church of Scotland
Ministries Council was putting an immediate stop on the appointment
of Presbytery and Parish Workers. This measure was implemented to
ease pressure on the Council's current budget deficit.

While this is disappointing, Session and Board are seeking funding
alternatives.
